Descriptions for Selected Classes: 

 

NN.  Import and European Tuners 

 Includes small sedans and coupes (other than Sports Cars) which have been 
modified (suspension, engine and/or body) for street performance, autocross, drifting or 
show/sound systems.  Examples include Volkswagen (Golf, Jetta, Beetle, Sirroco), 
Honda (CSX, Prelude), Ford (Focus), Mazda (3), various Nissans, etc. 

 

OO.  All Sports Cars 

 Two-seat or “2+2” seating (extremely small back seats) vehicles with 
performance and styling setting it apart from sport sedans or sport coupes, and which 
are otherwise not included in a specific class (such as:  Classes “V” and “W” for 
Corvettes)  Examples include Porsches, MGs, Jaguar XKs, Mazda RX-7 (First 
Generation only), Acura NS-X, Mazda MX-5, Triumphs, etc. 

 

PP.  Reproduction Cobras 

 ALL Cobras which were not original built by Shelby from 1963 to 1968, including 
all Shelby Cobra CSX 4000, 6000, 7000, Factory Five, Kirkhams, ERAs, Shell Valley, 
Superformance, etc.  Does not include Daytona Coupes or any Mustang. 

 

QQ.  Reproduction Specialty/Original Design 

 Special construction vehicles which do not generally replicate original vehicles, 
including Dune Buggies (Meyers Manx), Fiberfab, Noble, Factory Five GTM, etc.  Note:  
Dune Buggies will be designated as “off-road” and placed in Class FF in 
unregistered/unlicensed.  

 

RR.  Reproduction Sports Cars/Sports Racers 

 Includes all reproductions of Ford GT40, Shelby Daytona Coupe (including 
Superformance, Factory Five and Shell Valley), Porsche Spyder, Ferrari replicas, 
Lamborghini replicas, Gullwings, etc.  Does NOT include Cobras.
